20-15-105. Courses of instruction -- tuition and fees. (1) A community college district shall
provide instruction in academic, occupational, and adult education, subject to the approval of the
board of regents of higher education. The board of trustees of such district may, in their
discretion and upon approval of the board of regents, prescribe:

(a) tuition rates for in-district students, out-of-district students who are residents of the state of
Montana, and students who are not residents of the state of Montana;

(b) matriculation charges; and

(c) incidental fees, including building fees, for students in the community college.

(2) In addition thereto, such board of trustees may prescribe such other fees asit considers
necessary to maintain courses, taking into consideration such other funds as may be available
under law for the support of such courses.
