GFC MSU Lifelong Learning announced its camps and courses line-up for the summer. New summer camps this year 
include Battle Royale®: Make Your First Fortnite® Style Video and Self Defense for Kids as well as old favorites such as Basics of 
Childcare plus CPR and Bakery Boss Jr. 

Great Falls College MSU hosted its first Eagle Feather Ceremony on May 4 in honor and celebration of Native American 
students graduating this year. These students received a blessed Eagle Feather in recognition of their achievements and 
were encouraged to carry them at commencement later that day. 

14 GFC MSU students were inducted into the Phi Theta Kappa Honor Society on April 18. Over 40 students have been 
inducted in the last year at Great Falls College MSU.
