Under-enrolled courses can be opened to other MUS institutions, making 
it more likely that seats are full.

Montana Online Course Exchange enrollments by term
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• Students may enroll in two lower-division 
courses via the exchange per term.

• Students have taken 140 unique courses 
through the exchange to date. The most 
popular courses include:
o CHMY 121 – Introduction to General 

Chemistry (61 enrollments)
o BIOH 201 - Human Anatomy & 

Physiology I (46)
o NASX 105 – Introduction to Native 

American Studies (45)

• Students are charged tuition at their 
home campus rate, but course fees are 
charged by the exchange according to the 
teaching campus rate.
